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	Background : There are several strong reasons for considering the development of Renewables and Energy Efficiency as a must in the future energy mix in the whole world, being some of them: control of the Climate Change; promotion of indigenous energy sources; improvement of security of supply. Renewables and Energy Efficiency affect the System and the Market in different ways depending on their specific characteristics. This is the reason why different requirements and schemes have been established and are being developed in most countries. On the other hand, Renewables and Energy Efficiency measures are not yet in a competitive level with the rest of electricity generation and supply options, and therefore many countries have adopted some kind of support to allow them to develop.

Scope : Investigate, for each renewable type, how each country has dealt with the challenge of promoting renewables and incorporate them into the grid and into the market, preserving system and market well performance and integrity. Energy Efficiency, considered possibly as Demand Side Measures as well as Cogeneration options, will also be analysed from the system, market and support perspectives.

Gather information on the requisites existing in the different countries related with:

· Goals, if any, of renewable production and Energy Efficiency

· Renewables connection to the grids

· Management of the renewables sources in the system control 

· Integration of renewables into the market

· Types and effectiveness of support to renewables

· Ways of development of Energy Efficiency measures

· Types and effectiveness of support to Energy Efficiency measures
